Write the word 'DIVERSITY' vertically down the left side of a piece of
paper. Then write and decorate each word corresponding to the letters in DIVERSITY:
Different Individuals Valuing Each other Regardless of Skin, Intellect, Talents, or Years.

Do an internet image search for 'hairstyles around the world' and look at pictures of
the many ways people express themselves with their hair. Gather scarves, clips,
headbands, hair bands, and so forth to try different styles.
